Dear Friends, 
 Last Sunday was All Saints Sunday.  On that day we dedicated recent gifts which were purchased with 
monies from the churchÕs Memorial Fund.  That fund receives money from those who have designated it, as a 
way of honoring loved ones who have passed this life.  Often the Memorial Fund is suggested, as a way to 
remember loved ones in lieu of flowers.  There is a Memorial Fund Committee which oversees the monies thus 
received.  From time to time requests are made of it to purchase Òpermanent and lastingÓ items for the churchÕs 
ministry.  I encourage you to consider the Memorial Fund as a way of remembering those who have died in the 
faith of Christ.  Such donors are listed, along with the person remembered, in the large Memorial Book which is 
housed in a case at the rear of the church on the ocean side of the sanctuary. 
 In our tradition all faithful Christians are referred to as saints.  In fact, our Pilgrim forebears were called 
saints.  Such a designation simply recognizes that our common faith was the major influence in the lives of 
those who have been greatly loved and respected for their values passed on to their families and who were 
witnesses to the churchÕs worship and ministry. 
 As you know IÕve been a pastor in The Church of the Pilgrimage for a long time.  Among other aspects 
of ministry I have presided over the rites of passage for hundreds of people.  Among those rites is, of course, the 
rite of Christian burial.  Sometimes when I look out over the congregation I can in my imaginationÕs eye see the 
faces of saints who have gone before us in the faith of the risen redeemer.  I recall how they stood firm in the 
faith and found their spiritual lives nurtured and strengthened in The Church of the Pilgrimage.  I remember 
those good souls who sacrificed to keep its strong ministry alive and who supported it with both time and talent.  
They were stalwart in their faith and were aware of how important it is to pass on a legacy of hope for future 
generations.  When on Sunday we sang ÒFor All the SaintsÓ I could almost see the faces of those who now 
Òfrom their labors rest and whose works do follow them.Ó  Those saints and all the great cloud of witnesses who 
preceded us, I felt, singing with us. 
 May we pass on an equally faithful legacy to our beautiful children who were present with us as we 
celebrated the solemn sacrament of Holy Communion as a church family.  For all the saints I give praise and 
thanksgiving to God!
