Dear Friends, 
 With Palm Sunday we enter what has come to be called Holy Week. The events of the week were foundational for 
our Christian faith. 
 During Holy Week there are many opportunities to enter into the events which we Christians find redemptive and 
eventually joyous.  Those events which we celebrate begin with our Palm Sunday Communion Breakfast and our Palm 
Sunday morning worship service.  It is on Palm Sunday that Jesus entered the holy city of Jerusalem for the celebration 
Passover.  On that day he know what was likely to happen to him, yet he was prompted to go there in order to fulfill the 
will of God.  We hope that you will be present at our service on Palm Sunday and for the Communion Breakfast if 
possible. 
 Maundy Thursday is the night upon which Jesus was betrayed.  It is on the evening of that day that Jesus met with 
his disciples in what is referred to as the ÒUpper Room.Ó  He met there for what has come to be known as the Last Supper.  
He broke bread with those assembled and at that supper he indicated that one of his beloved inner circle would betray him 
into the hands of sinners, that is, the Roman soldiers.  I implore you to be with us as we celebrate the first Communion 
Service after which we experience events of betrayal with the Office of Tenebrae.  That service indicates progressive 
darkness as deacons and deaconesses read accounts from the New Testament which speak of the impending crucifixion of 
Jesus.  Candles before the readers are put out and the lights in the sanctuary are dimmed.  The Maundy Thursday service 
is one of the most solemn, yet eerily beautiful, services of the year.  Try to be there. 
 On Good Friday evening there is an interactive service, ÒThe Way of the Cross,Ó also held in the sanctuary.  This 
service progressively leads us along the way which Jesus was forced to take toward the cross.  It begins with JesusÕ trial 
before Pilate and ends with the entombment of Jesus.  It is a moving service in which those in attendance are invited to 
participate.  Come, if you can. 
 After the interlude of Saturday, some of us meet on ColeÕs Hill across from Plymouth Rock to greet the sunrise 
and the resurrection of Jesus.  Just as the women came to the garden before dawn on the first day of the week, so do we 
gather to meet the risen Christ.  It is a wonderful experience and I hope some of you will be with us. 
 Then in our beloved sanctuary the congregation gathers amid glorious music and a host of lilies to proclaim in 
word, song and pure joy the ultimate hope of our faith.  How marvelous it is to sing ÒChrist the Lord Is Risen TodayÓ on 
Easter morning! 
 I hope you will be with us for as many of these services as you can.  Remember: we enter the truths of our faith 
through the crucified Jesus.  We, in jubilation, celebrate on Easter what death could not do to him or to us!  Go along the 
Way of the Cross in order to know the power of the empty tomb.
