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Dear Friends:

I love summer. I have not, therefore, had much to love about this season so far! I am writing this letter
in late June.

I will be on vacation during July, but I have no travel/study plans this season. I would love to travel and
study again in Scotland, Ireland, England, or Wales. That will have to wait for a while. I have never been in
Wales and there is a rich history of Celtic Christianity in that place about which I am learning and it is a place
I’d like to visit and enhance my learning. I think there is a spiritual link between early Celtic Christianity and
much later Christian groups like the Pilgrims.

I plan to give a lot of time to Pilgrim studies during July. As many of you know I am a part of the 400™
Anniversary Committee, which has the enormous task of planning events in celebration of the landing of the
Mayflower in 1620. The celebration year, of course, is 2020. Among other things I have been asked by
chairperson Peter Gomes to have a substantial role in arranging a religious celebration at the onset of the
commemoration year. My initial and rudimentary thoughts are to make the service one of reconciliation. We
have much unfinished business surrounding attitudes and treatment of the native people into whose lands
Europeans intruded themselves. In the case of the Pilgrims the relationship between themselves and native
people was actually a fairly good one. Still, Plymouth will be the focus of national and international attention in
2020 and I hope to be a part of making the celebrations ones which reflect a latent Pilgrim principle to give
offense to no one. I’ll keep you informed as time goes by.

I will, of course, be making plans for the coming year at The Church of the Pilgrimage. Because of
budgetary constraints many substantial changes have had to be made. We will not, for now, have an associate
pastor. That will mean that a great deal of non-ordained leadership will need to step forward to fill in gaps in
our ministry together. There is a great deal of enthusiasm for that and, as I’ve often said, challenges should be
accepted as opportunities for ministry and service. We will be just fine as we trust in God’s Spirit to lead us
into more truth and light.

I hope you will have a grand summer. The weather is likely to improve since it can’t do much to
worsen.
