Dear Friends: 

 Last Sunday was not only a spectacular late summer day, but a wonderful day at the church, as well.  

The service in the sanctuary was worshipful and spirited.  The Service of Dedication of the Memorial Garden 

was very moving.  The day was nearly perfect and that, of course, added to a very special event in the life of 

The Church of the Pilgrimage.  The service itself was brief, but there was a joyous solemnity about it, too. 

 The Memorial Garden is meant to be a place where people may come to pray and meditate in what was 

formerly a kind of overgrown and wasted space.  It is a space known as the “Chapel Yard” because at one time 

there was a small chapel attached to the side of the church.  That chapel was sold and moved across the square 

where it housed a Universalist congregation.  The chapel was near the site of our Rev. John Robinson Center 

and was moved again in the 1960’s and is now affixed to the Parish House of the Unitarian Church.  It is now 

known as Brewster Chapel.  The chapel can be seen adjoining our church building in the reproduced etching 

which appeared on last Sunday’s bulletin. 

 Thus, it is appropriate that the Chapel Yard is now a place of prayer, remembrance and thanksgiving. 

Eventually the Garden will be the setting for a columbarium where the cremated remains of church members 

may be placed as their final earthly resting place. 

 During the Service of Dedication a litany was read, prayers offered and the names of those in whose 

memory the Garden has thus far been made possible were read.  The plaque at the entrance of the Garden 

indicates the purpose of a space which is being properly restored to its intended sacred purpose.  I quote it here. 

Come, walk, sit and pray in this sacred space, (near) the site of the first church built by the 
Pilgrims in 1648.  Come, contemplate the words of the PilgrimÕs first pastor, John Robinson: 
ÒThere is yet more light and truth to break forth from GodÕs Holy Word.Ó  Come, consider the 
meaning of these words from our church covenant: ÒWe strive to walk in GodÕs ways made 
known or to be made known to us.Ó  Come, you are welcome, for this a sacred ground. 

 It is my hope that the Memorial Garden will always be kept in good repair and even enhanced in its 

beauty.  It is a fitting outdoor reminder of the covenant of grace which we profess and carry within our hearts as 

a part of our holy legacy and the foundation of our future. 

 During the service we sang, “God of our life, through all the circling years, we trust in thee,…” May the 

Garden remind us that we do, indeed, trust in the God of the covenant who remains our greatest hope.

The Memorial Garden Committee has finally 
received final approval from the Plymouth Historic 
Commission to install three Columbariums within 
the Memorial Garden itself.  The Committee worked 
closely with the Watertown Cremation Company of 
Whitman to ensure that the columbarium design and 
niche spaces were complimentary to our historic site.  
Each columbarium will be constructed of granite that 
uniquely matches the entire cost of its construction 
and installation.  Niches will be large enough 
(15’x15”x12”) to hold two traditional urns.  They 
will only be sold to church or associate church 
members.  The cost of a niche and initial engraving 
of the niche door is expected to be $1,500.  We hope 
to begin the sale of niches immediately, so that we 
may be able to install our first one in the spring of 
2010.  Contracts will be available for your perusal 
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and may be obtained from the committee members, at 
the church office, or during coffee hour.
