visible vitality, when it comes to supporting our
ministries in the year to come the truth is we have
a shortfall.

Stewardship is not a once a year thing, something
that we should just be talking about in a particular
season. Think for a minute about worship. We
gather, we praise, we encounter the word and
reflect on it, and we give an offering. All are part
of our interaction and response to God. Giving of



our financial resources is one way, an important way, we respond --and we practice this pattern
each Sunday in worship. It is part of the Christian life.

Sometimes I wonder if people realize our ministry is entirely self-funded. We are able to do what
we do because we give. There is no higher body funding us, and we really do count on the support
of our participants.

The happy news regarding our current shortfall is that someone has stepped forward to fund the
pastoral visitation position for the year 2018, a one-time anonymous gift of 12,000 dollars. That is
a big help indeed! But even with that gift, we still have a considerable gap -- currently estimated
to be around 12,000 dollars -- money that is needed to cover the rest of our budget.

Because I am convinced that money should not be a problem for The Church of The Pilgrimage if
we believe that the churchismaking di f f er e n ¢ e and becaysed dofbdliesé nsoneyis v e s
a spiritual matter, [ want to pose a few questions:

If you haven’t yet pledged to the church, can you? Might some of you who have already pledged
re-think your pledge amount? I realize we have people currently experiencing personal struggles,
and I do realize that “money doesn’t grow on trees”....but if we truly value all the many ways our
faith community touches lives surely we can pull together to address this stewardship issue so as
to better move into the new year.

Co-chair, Gina Basler had produced a stage-full of items--- hats, scarves, gloves, blankets, jackets,
hand warmers (you name it); ---and along with Michael and his friend Maddy, led the very
popular, rocking raffle. Every guest received at least one gift. Your donation will be put to good
use.

Thank you to Carol & Rollin Johnson; Peter & MaryLou Motyka; Linda & Frank Montague; and Lori
Allison and other friends and neighbors.

It was a beautiful day enjoyed by guests and volunteers alike.

As the new year begins we anticipate feeding 30 to 48 people each Monday, until the end of April.
We thank Brian Gildea for all his help in overseeing the safety issues and set up each week, and
special thanks to Tom Mudgett, who helped us navigate the heating system conversion and ramp
replacement - not to mention loading in heavy supplies and Panera bread deliveries. Thank you
to all!

Where’s the Fire? by Bill McCoy

Why was the congregation streaming out of church and onto the sidewalk, immediately following
the benediction? Was it something Pastor Helen said in her sermon, that last Sunday in
November? Did the java not brew, the treats not arrive in time for coffee hour in Allerton Hall?
No, a fire drill was underway.

Much to the delight of one little boy, the Plymouth Fire Department parked an engine on Town
Square and was on hand to sound the alarm. Plymouth police had been forewarned, should an
actual crisis have been presumed and chaos ensue. Kristen, who provides child care for us on
Sundays, was alerted to the need for an evacuation of her charge out the harbor-side, first floor
door. Jenny brought the church school back to the sanctuary during our last hymn, so they could
take part. The exiting itself went smoothly, save for some congestion out the Burial Hill-side door.



That ramped exit needs to be available primarily for those who can’t easily negotiate stairs,
particularly worshipers in wheelchairs—one of several learnings from the drill. Another: to
prevent the spread of fire, any open doors should be shut by the last person out of a given area of
the church, provided there is no risk to anyone’s safety in the process. And, ideally, someone (the
pastor? the deacon of the day? a trustee?) would be visibly situated outside, where the fire
department’s incident commander could check in for information concerning the whereabouts of
a missing person, say, or any matter pertinent to the safety and security of everyone involved.

To repeat, from a previous Herald article: a fire drill won’t guarantee that we’ll be more safe and
secure as a congregation. When it comes to the safety and security of any public gathering, there
are no guarantees. However, this exercise can improve our preparedness and lead to further
measures in the interest of serving the One who teaches us to be “wise as serpents and innocent as
doves.” Thanks for your help and cooperation!

Position the microphone close to your mouth. Vocal
microphones are designed for close use. However,
you don’t want to touch the microphone to your
mouth.

1 Optimally, your mouth should be about one to
four inches from the center, or axis, of the
head of the microphone.

9 Ifyou are using a stand, make sure the stand
is raised so that the head of the microphone is
at the level of your mouth when you are
standing up straight. The top of them
microphone’s head should be directly across
from your lower lip. You don’t want to have
to either raise or lower your chin to speak
into the microphone.
